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The Impact of the IASE Volunteer Service Project in India

| am the bearer of good messages! And these are for you...the members of IASE. Wherever | fraveled in 2015 | have had the privilege
of bringing smiles to faces..along with items that YOU have been able to provide for those who have the least and need the most.
Kudos, THANKS, Hugs, and LOVE from the recipients of your IASE Volunteer Service Project (VSP).

My most recent trip was to India. Note that each volunteer (me included) always pays their own way...out of their own pockets. But we
are able to pay for supplies indicated by “wish lists” provided by the specific site personnel. Each of our VSP sites is different, based on
what they do and need.

My first stop was in Delhi and SANKALP Coordinator, Anupriya Chadha, had the day totally organized for me. We were welcomed at
the N. P. Co-Ed. Sr. Sec. School in Bapudham, New Delhi by Principal Ashe Datt and a brilliant flute and drum band composed of boys
who attend the school. From there we were escorted to the Convocation Hall and treated to a wonderful presentation. There were
fifteen young ladies on the stage...each with a sewing machine purchased for them by the IASE GIVING Fund. The sewing
demonstration brought tears to my eyes...with the girls showing a skill that cannot be taken from them. | was bestowed a huge bouquet
and many thanks from all of them to all of YOU. Principal Datt wrote: “On behalf of our School Sewing Center, | would like to thank you
for your generous gift of Philips Sewing Machines. Your commitment to help our learners (especially women) in learning sewing as a skill
is sincerely appreciated and your support will actually help them get empowered in terms of self-earning of their livelihood. Through our
fraining sessions, we have seen many lives changed for the better. With the help from our supporters such as you, we will continue o
see improvements in and progress towards our goal.”

Next | was whisked away to the site of the National Association for the Blind School. | had visited last year and a group of young adults
explained how great it was to have a computer in their lives...but only about 1/3 of them had a computer of their own. National
Association for the Blind officers, President Dipendra Manocha and Treasurer Vijay Kimar Bansal, greeted me. The presentation of a
new computer complete with Braille software was prepared by Anupriya and Satham Singh and paid for with IASE GIVING funds.
Student Ali, 15 years old, was thrilled to receive this gift from all of you. Shantha Rangarajan escorted us to various classes at the center.

The next day | flew fo Jaipur to visit the Vimukti Girls School. This VSP site has truly grown to now serve 500 girls from the slums of Jaipur
with the initiafive to overcome the vulnerability of the girl child through literacy and education. In February Marg was able to supply
leggings and now | was able to fund the uniforms for all of the newest little 5-6 years old girls. Principal Shyama Mather sends many
thanks for these items.

My next visit was to the SPJ Sadhana School located at Sophia College in Mumbai. Vice Principal Radhike Khanna had arranged for
teacher Tejal Kothari to be my “shopper” for a day. Tejal met me and we went off with her shopping list. We did “power shopping”
and were able to get a variety of recreational items for the physical education classes. Your IASE GIVING fund paid for 4 bicycles of
various sizes plus helmets, cricket items (bats, balls, helmets, and shin guards), badminton gear, roller skates, playground balls and
marker cones. The next day | was able to visit OM Creations where Sadhana special students are engaged in a variety of business
projects which are sold in the community. | even got to hand out the “bonus checks” to the workers.

My arrival at Don Bosco in Cochin was eye opening! Last year | awoke on my last day fo
hear the chop, chop of hatchets and the crashing of trees during the process to clear a
plot of land. Today a two story counseling center is under construction with plans to open
in March 2016. Father Joe Fernandez was most grateful to receive IASE GIVING Fund fo
help with this building project. Therapy and counseling services will be offered because
of a huge influx of drugs into this area of Kerala. Plus, a new library will be one part of this
building.

My last stop was in Visakhapatnam to Lebenshilfe School. Last year| saw the catastrophic
results of Cyclone Hudhud. This year | flew info a different place...a brand new
airport...last year the blue tin roof was crumpled and on the ground, buckets in the
building were catfching rain water and it was a mess. Lebenshilfe suffered dramatic
destruction, but with the help of the neighborhood and the good people of the city,
much has been repaired and the tree supporting the theatre has even grown new
branches and leaves. IASE GIVING has supplied gallons of paint to revive the school
buildings and they look so much better...but we still need some more to polish allup. CEO
Sarah Devi and her staff send many thanks to all of the IASE members for their support
and funding. With the wonderful support of S. Prasanth, the General Manager of the
Daspalla Hotel, the IASE GIVING Fund hosted the annual Teacher Appreciation Lunch.
Plus, the gift of ice cream for all students was enjoyed during the Diwali Celebration
complete with little lights and sparklers for all. During Cyclone Hudhud the six student
computers were destroyed. IASE GIVING did purchase one new computer and also a
Big Keys keyboard which is loved by all.

So...itis because of all of you IASE members that special students in India have the smiles
on their faces..and they send lots of appreciation to all of you.

Another site we were lucky enough to learn about is Rocky
Bay...whose motto is “optimizing the quality of life for people living
with disability.” You can also take an underground torchlight prison
tour in Fremantle! These are just a few of the many choices and
options that conference participants will have for adventure, fun
and networking.

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Centro Maya Servicio Integral: New IASE Volunteer Service Project in Guatemalal

Cenfro Maya Servicio Integral is a non-profit organization that works to provide free comprehensive rehabilitation services and social
inclusion for people with disabilities. It is situated in San Juan La Laguna, on Lake Afitlan, in Guatemala. Cenfro Maya works in a rural
context where people with disabilities cannot access basic services nor achieve social inclusion because of the persistence of faboos
and the idea that disability is a burden.

With poverty already a constant reality, most families cannot afford nor see as a priority the rehabilitation of people with disabilities. This
is why Centro Maya works to break down all barriers between society and people with disabilities, as well as to improve people's quality
of life and access fo services. Understanding the importance of comprehensive work, we have developed a personalized therapy and
education plan for each user with a team of Guatemalan professionals, local frained staff, and volunteers. Our work goes beyond
rehabilifation and into inclusion for people with disabilities in each area of their life as well as in their communities.

OUR AREAS OF WORK:
Early Stimulation: We work with children aged 0-6, valuing the importance of early infervention to enhance and develop skills, integrating
parents in the activities fo ensure the follow-up of the therapies at home.

Special Education: For users with special educational needs aged 7 onwards, as well as those who need to enhance and strengthen
some educational areas, such as for labor inclusion and attendance at public government schools.

Physiotherapy: Includes temporary and permanent physical rehabilitation to promote independence in daily life.

Speech Therapy: Considering the importance of communication and expression for needs and desires in daily life, we work on the
rehabilitation or implementation of new communication strategies for users to allow them, if needed, to generate their own language
and communication systems.

Psychology: We provide therapies in the field of disability and clinical support, as well as work with public institutions to provide support
to sexual or domestic violence victims, conduct problems, and support to parents and users in their process of acceptance.

Medical Services: Open to Centro Maya's registered users and the wider community, we provide what at the departmental level is
called ‘therapeutic accompaniment’, giving general medical evaluation and arranging visits to specialists, medical control, and
required tests. When possible, medicine is provided for long-term ilinesses.

Music and Theater Therapy: Giving support to the different areas
through musical elements, this therapy is used to facilitate and
promote communication, relationships, learning, movement,
expression, organization, and other relevant therapeutic
objectives in order to meet physical, emotional, mental, social,
and cognitive needs.
